appointed Special Advisor to the GTHL Board of Directors with
responsibility for developing and implementing a Team Official
Educational Program. This program will become mandatory for
Team Officials who develop a history of inappropriate conduct
or whose teams display inappropriate and/or unsportsmanlike
conduct. The program will focus on the type of behavior and
role modeling that is expected by the GTHL and the Minor
Hockey community.

2. INCREASED PENALTIES FOR DANGEROUS PLAY

Al t hough most of the GTHLOGS

GTHL will be further increasing minimum suspensions for in-
fractions such as Checking to the Head, Checking from Behind,
Fighting, Removing an

3. ESCALATING SUSPENSIONS

such as Checking to the Head, Checking From Behind, Fighting
and other infractions related to aggressive play receive escalat-
ing suspensions for each time the player is penalized for one of
these infractions.

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4. INDEFINITE SUSPENSION FOR USE OF DISCRIMINA-
TORY TAUNTS, INSULTS, ETC.

The GTHL will be implementing an automatic indefinite suspen-
sion for any participant who is penalized for engaging in verbal
taunts, insults or intimidation based on discriminatory grounds
(race, ethnicity, religion, gender, sexual orientation, language).
Players penalized under this rule will be suspended indefinitely
until they appear before a GTHL Special Committee, which will
determine a specific suspension appropriate to the incident.

Like many organizations, the OMHA recognized that the
demographics of Ontario are changing. According to Statis-
tics Canada, by 2017 approximately twenty percent of the
Canadian population might belong to a visible minority group.
While hockey registration has been steady over the past ten
years, there is research that indicates that fewer children are
participating in organized team sports. Sports participation of
boys has declined from 66 percent in 1992 to 56 percent in
2005. Over the same time period, sports participation of girls
has changed little from 49 percent to 45 percent. Combine
those statistics with the expected rise in ethnic cultures, and
there is enough evidence to indicate that the hockey commu-
nity needs to act now in order to maintain participation levels
and seek areas for growth.

In an effort to be proactive, the OMHA recently launched a
Pilot Program aimed at introducing the game of hockey to
cultures that may never have played before. The Pilot Pro-
gram will be a combination of on-site event activation and
researching these two communities and cultures. Each event
will involve the OMHA Events Team to demonstrate the game
of hockey and the fun that playing it can provide to kids and
young adults. Meanwhile, OMHA Development personnel will
be present to speak with parents about the ways they can get
their kids and themselves involved in hockey. They will show
examples of the equipment that is worn, demonstrate the

safety side of the game as well as provide information on how
to get equipment if parents are not financially able to. The
Program will also work on learning more about these two cul-
tures with regards to participation in sport through focus
groups and fact-finding.
